The undocumented population pays into the Social Security system
providing a subsidy of as much as $7 billion a year in Social Security 
tax revenue and about $1.5 billion in Medicare taxes.

GEO is an active political supporter
of punitive state laws like Arizona's SB1070. 
For GEO, fueling nativist fears is good for business.
They own immigrant detention centers: 
for them excessive waits for deportation 
mean more profit.

SERCO is in charge of air traffic control and visa processing in the United States
and they also assist the U.S. Customs and Border Protection in securing US borders,
and operates several prisons and two “immigration removal centers.”

G4S runs airport security in the US 
and its services include escorting
illegal border-crossers back to Mexico
for the Department of Homeland Security.

One of them is one of the largest
employers in the world.

1900 first Brownie portable camera > Photography starts to have 
an influence not just on what people say but on what they believe.

Through its pages, generations of Americans formed their 
impressions of the world, it was a highly selective view with 
foreigners in quaint dress and natives always happy and 
frequently dancing, there were never images of people getting up 
in the morning and going to the office.
A colonialist point of view, in which countries were made beautiful, 
exotic, attractive in photographs and articles which subtly said 
that interesting as they were, they were inferior to the wonderful, 
outstanding, technological, civilized, and sophisticated American 
civilization.

33,000 cap every 6 months on temporary worker 
visas H2A and H2B when the demand is for 100,000 
visas a year to cover 8,000,000 jobs in the US

Difficult and lenghty paperwork every 6 months 
discourages companies to apply for visas the legal 
way for visas that are only valid for 1 year 

H-2A workers fill labor needs in agricultural areas.
H-2B workers fill labor needs in occupational areas 
such as construction, health care, landscaping, 
lumber, manufacturing, food service/processing, 
and resort/hospitality services.
